and He shut up the heaven, that there be no
rain, and that the land yield not her fruit;

and lest ye perish quickly from off the good
land which the LORD giveth you.”

Leviticus 26:30-33 — “and I will destroy your high
places, and cut down your images, and cast your
carcases upon the carcases of your idols, and my
soul shall abhor you. And I will make your cities

waste, and bring your sanctuaries unto
desolation, and I will not smell the savor of your
sweet odors. And I will bring the land into
desolation; and your enemies which dwell therein
shall be astonished at it. And I will scatter you
among the heathen, and will draw out a sword
after you; and your land shall be desolate, and
your cities waste.”




5. They have forsaken the law

of the LORD!

Jeremiah 9:13-14 — “And the LORD saith,

Because they have forsaken My law which
I set before them, and have not obeyed My
voice, neither walked therein; But have

walked after the imagination of their own
heart, and after Baalim, which their

fathers taught them.




Jeremiah 9:15-16 — “Therefore thus
saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel;
Behold, I will feed them, even this people,

with wormwood, and give them water of

gall to drink. I will scatter them also
among the heathen, whom neither they not

their fathers have known: and I will send a
sword after them, till I have consumed
them.”

The LORD (YHWH) dud not set His love
upon you, nor choose you, because ye were
more in number than any people; for ye
were the fewest of all people:
